So when I am preparing images for a PowerPoint presentation, I first determine what images I am going to use. Then, instead of trying to determine if the photo is going to be used full screen or half screen, I go ahead and batch process all the photos in Photoshop to 1,024 pixels wide. If no photos are going to be used full screen, I will down downsize the photos to 400 pixels wide.





Photoshop has the capability of doing this resizing for you in a batch process, but almost any photo editing program will have the ability to resize photos.

Digital Photo Notes




















In the digital world, normally the larger the file the better the image. But there are many occasions that a smaller image file size would be more advantageous.





PowerPoint presentations would be one good example where huge photo files can create a problem. Most digital cameras are now producing images between 3,000 to 5,000 pixels wide. That means each image in that presentation could be around 4-9mb in size. Multiply that by maybe 100 slides in a presentation, and that presentation could soon outsize the ability to save it to a CD.





But photos in PowerPoint that are projected full screen are only 1,024 pixels wide. By downsizing the photos to 1,024 pixels, the overall file size of the presentation could be cut by 75-85%. If the photos are not being used full screen, downsizing the photos to their final size could reduce the presentation file size by almost 97%.





There is no perceivable quality difference in a downsized image used in PowerPoint (unless you made the image too small and then blew the image up in PowerPoint).





The second day of the workshop will be all about printing your black and white images. You will be able to print one of your photos using archival, museum grade techniques. Matting and mounting of photographs will also be demonstrated. The second day will have staggered start times for the participants so that individual instruction and attention can be provided.
