Photography "THE BASICS"


This course of study introduces the student to: The use and handling of 35 mm as well as digital cameras; a working knowledge of film and digital imaging; the basic elements of a photograph; an understanding of lighting, both natural and artificial (flash); basic portrait lighting and posing; and the care,

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  Megapixels in digital are just like 35mm verses 4x5 film formats – the larger the better. If considering the purchase of a digital camera, the higher the Mp rating, the higher quality enlargements you will get.





  The example above shows the same scene photographed with three different cameras: A Sony Mavica at 1.6Mp, a Canon Rebel D450 at 6.0Mp and a Canon XSi at 14.4Mp. The ability to produce larger prints with more detail should become obvious comparing the differences between the image sizes.





  One of my students e-mailed me a few months ago wondering why the photo lab would not make a �16”x 20” print from the digital file she provided. I was surprised that the lab didn’t go ahead and take her money and blow up the photo beyond the file capability. 





  To get a photo quality reproduction from digital images, you should be trying to have the image at 300 dpi at the image size you are trying to achieve. This correlates to a 14.4Mp camera giving you the ability to produce an 11’ x 14” print. Six to eight Mp cameras can easily produce a quality 8’ x 10” print. It takes a 20Mp camera to produce a quality 16” x 20’ print.





  The example below shows you the difference when you blow up a 1.6Mp, 6.0Mp and a 14.4Mp image to the same size.


   

























































































  Sunday will be spent in the darkroom learning all the techniques to process your B&W negatives and producing your B&W museum grade B&W print. Matting and mounting techniques will also be taught.
